To celebrate world Heritage Day a visit to Keeladi Heritage Museum was arranged. 150

Museum houses the artifacts from the archaeological excavations taken from the village of 

Keeladi, located in the southern Indian state of Tamil Nadu, since 2014. 

The artifacts include beads, iron tools, terracotta figurines, expensive gold ornaments, 

copper articles, iron tool parts, flint pieces, round chips, flint earrings, glass and precious 

bell stones (agate, sapphire, crystal), earthenware shells, revolted pottery, old men's 

talismans, etc. These artifacts provided valuable insights into the life and culture of the 

people who lived in the area during the Sangam period.
